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An Updated Listing of North Carolina

Doane Cancels

Since The reporting of the North
Carolina Doane cancels has slowed to
only one or two per month, the time
is proper to submit an up-to-date
Tisting of the known offices using
these types of postmarks.

The original articles on the
Doane cancels appeared in the May,
1983 and August, 1983 issues of the
NCPHS Newsletter, The historical

data will not be repeated here.
Should anyone desire these back
issues, copies may be obtained from

Editor Tony Crumbley or the writer.

Some effort has been made to
determine the total number of offices
using Doane cancels. A ballpark guess
might be around one thousand . Any
fourth class office in operation at
any time between 1903 and 1906 may
have been issued a Doane device.
Records indicate many earlier offices
were issued Doane devices in addition
to those offices established between
1903 and 1906. In this 1isting we
have a total of 280 known offices.

Very few varieties have been
reported existing from these devices.
The three standard types are illus-
trated in Figure 1. It shows a Type
1 cancel from Airlie, a Type 2 from
Lattimore; and a Type 3 from Lil-
lington.

The varieties reported for North
Carolina are similar to those report-
ed from other states. A serrated
dial has been reported from Alston in
Warren County dated August 12, 1908.
Figure 2 shows a scalloped die from
E1Tijay, Macon County. Both of these
types are probably the result of

damage to the device after it was
issued. These rubber cancels could
be cut or melt from heat.

The earliest Doane reported is
Stokes, Pitt County, dated July 1,
1903. The latest usage reported is
Mamie in Currituck County on Dec. 27,
1939 (see Figure 3).

Cover Fetches High Price

A unique three cent postmaster
provisional cover from Hillsborough,
N.C., was sold for $25,300 at John W.
Kaufman's Gems of Philately auction
on December 7. That price includes
the ten percent buyers premium.
Since the cover was only recently
discovered, this was the first time
it had been offered in the philatelic
marketplace.

The grayish stamp is not one of
the great beauties of philately.

1986 Annual Meeting
in Winston-Salem

The North Carolina Postal His-
tory Society's Annual Meeting in
1986 will be May 3 in Winston-Salem.
